Overview

Selection of Courses

For international students we recommend 
our International Programme (bilingual in 
German or English), but you are also 
welcome to select courses from the entire 
course programme of PH Wien.

Language Requirements

All courses at PH Wien are generally held in 
German, with the exception of the Interna-
tional Programme and the courses from the 
English department.

Therefore, please make sure your level of  
German or English is sufficient before you 
consider applying for an exchange 
programme.

According to the EU language guidelines 
exchange students must have at least level 
B2 (or higher) of German or English to be 
able to follow courses at PH Wien.

Consider attending a refresher course in  
German before you start packing!

Exchange Period

PH Wien will consider applications and 
accept students for one semester or a full 
academic year, divided into a winter term 
and a summer term.

There are no fees for ERASMUS+ or bilateral 
exchange students.

(summer term) 

� 1 March until 15 Mai 
(winter term or  
the whole academic year)

We will send you the arrival form by e-mail in  
time, so please send us details of your travel 
dates at least 3 weeks before your arrival 
date.

Orientation Week

University College of Teacher 
Education runs a free Orientation Week 
for exchange students. It is held in English 
and German. During the Orientation Week 
you will:

� meet all the other Erasmus+ and 
exchange students

� get a tour on University College of 
Teacher Education 

� get a student ID
� open a bank account
� get a crash course of PH online
� sign up for your courses

The Orientation Week takes place one week 
before the beginning of the term. There will 
be various events Monday through Friday to 
help you settle in in Vienna.

� Winter term: last week of September

� Summer term: 3rd week of February

Please note that the Orientation Week is an  
important part of your exchange 
programme and we therefore advise you not 
to miss it!  There will be no fees attached.

Accommodation

tories in Vienna. If you register on time 
WIHAST guarantees a room.

Winter term contracts normally start on  
1 September, summer term contracts start 
on  1 February. Feel free to make your own  
accommodation arrangements or to register 
with another organisation.

6. Please register at WIHAST before
30 June for the winter term and before 
1 December for the following summer 
term.

� a cleaning fee (about EUR 70) 
� key deposit (about EUR 100)
� room deposit (about EUR 400)

Deposits will be refunded at the end of the 
exchange period.
